1. Students will understand that images – like text – are covered by copyright.
2. Students will understand that the Creative Commons is a new form of copyright where content creators give people permission in advance to use their content.

3. Students will understand the characteristics of influential visual messages.  

	Stage 2: Assessment Evidence

	Performance Tasks/Other Evidence of Learning:  Students will create an influential PowerPoint slide that can be used in our Speak Up, Salem Anti-Bullying Campaign. 


	Stage 3: Lesson Plan

	Materials:  

Computers – at least one for every 3 students.  
Access to the Internet.
Teacher Directions:

1. Begin by showing students the SECOND Creative Commons introduction video found here: http://bit.ly/ccvideointro.  (Note: The first video is designed for adults.  You may find it instructive.)

2. Lead a discussion with students on the difference between Copyright and Creative Commons Content.  The key point to make is that we can use Creative Commons content without asking permission first. 
3. Explain to students that one of the quickest ways of finding Creative Commons content is to use the search tool posted here:  http://search.creativecommons.org/  The tool will automatically search popular online sources for online content licensed with Creative Commons licenses.

4. Explain to students that their task is to use Creative Commons content to create an influential visual that can be used on our morning announcements to encourage students to speak up against bullying when they see it.  

5. Lead students in a discussion of the characteristics of an influential visual using this slide as a sample:  http://bit.ly/speakupsalemsample .  Point out that the best messages are simple – they share a provocative image and quote in a direct way.  Point out that the best messages are emotional – they make the audience feel.  Point out that the best messages are credible – audiences will know they are true from their own experiences.
6. Ask students to use PowerPoint to create their own influential visual for our Speak Up Salem Anti-Bullying campaign.  Encourage students – particularly those who struggle – to use the following materials to guide their work and to help them finish in a reasonable amount of time:

a. Speak Up Salem Quotes and Statistics (http://bit.ly/speakupsalemquotes): This link connects to a Word document with several statistics and quotes about bullying that students can use when creating their Speak Up Salem slides.  Encouraging students to select a quote or a statistic from this collection will save time in the creation process simply because they won’t have to find their own statistics and/or quotes connected to bullying.
b. Speak Up Salem Slides (http://bit.ly/speakupsalemslides): This link connects to a PowerPoint presentation with 67 different Creative Commons images that students can use when creating their own Speak Up Salem slides.  Encouraging students to select an image from this collection will save time in the creation process simply because they won’t have to find their own CC images to use in their final products.  
c. Speak Up Salem Directions (http://bit.ly/speakupsalemdirections) : This link connects to a set of technical directions on using PowerPoint to create an influential visual.  At a minimum, it can help you to better understand the kinds of things students will need to be able to do when using PowerPoint to create an influential visual.  You may also want to share one set of directions with each student group OR train a few student leaders that can provide technical support to their peers.

7. When students are finished, they can evaluate one another’s Speak Up Salem slides using the rubric posted here:  http://bit.ly/speakupsalemrubric 

8. Be sure to save student final products so that they can be shared on our school’s morning announcements and then be posted around our hallways.
